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Caring for Pythons Morelia family
Green Tree Python, Chondropython.
Australian pythons are becoming increasingly popular as pets. All pythons are non-venomous, having curved solid teeth.  The Green Tree Python is slender and elongate in portion throughout its life. Captive hatched specimens do well in captivity with a few special requirements. They are often very docile and hesitant to bite although some snakes can be aggressive. Green Tree Pythons grow between 1.6 - 2 metres. 

Feeding - Feeding once a week is regarded as pretty normal for most pythons and no need to panic if you miss the odd week or two. Green Tree Pythons feed on mice, rats and some species will accept chicks. Feed the snake on what food items were suggested to you on purchase, be careful in the case of young individuals not to offer too large a food item as they are prone to prolapse. A food card will be provided on your purchase.
Enclosure - Enclosures can vary depending on your preference, size is a personal choice. A wooden cage with a glass front is more desirable and should be painted and sealed with good quality paint. The surface of the enclosure can be covered in artificial grass, paper or aquarium gravel. Branches are needed to keep your python active and to give them something to climb as with this species they spend most of their time perched on a branch. Artificial plants are also a great idea as they provide colour in the enclosure. Water bowls can vary in size from big enough for the python to drink from or large enough for them to soak in (however, this is not essential). 
Heating - Heat globes need to be connected to a thermostat to ensure the enclosure is kept at 31 degrees Celsius at the warm end. Heat panels can also be used to assist with this. This particular species needs to be kept very humid and requires spraying at least once a day.
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
