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Caring For A Green Tree Frog

Green Tree Frogs are brightly coloured interesting pets with simple care requirements. They are becoming increasingly popular as pets.
They thrive in a group of the same species where they are allowed to follow their natural patterns of activity. Tree frogs are nocturnal, becoming active and vocal at dusk.
Housing: 
Your green tree frogs will need a glass aquarium, with a secure screened lid. The base of the aquarium can be covered with gravel, ensure it has been washed thoroughly before adding it to the enclosure. If you collect any items from outdoors, be sure to soak them in a bleach/water solution to kill any bugs, and then soak in clean water, followed by rinsing and drying thoroughly before use. The base of the enclosure needs to be filled with a shallow amount of water bowl as it is vital for your frogs to soak in, they also need somewhere where they can get out of the water, so a large rock it a good option. An aquarium heater is needed for the frogs and it needs to be kept at about 24-26 degrees Celsius. Some artificial plants are great as the frogs like to hide behind them.
Feeding:

Tree frogs are insectivorous and will eat small insects such as crickets, cockroaches, moths and flies. You can feed them between 2-3 times a week. It's best to feed the crickets with calcium-rich gut loading pellets before giving them to your frogs, and you can further ensure good nutrition by sprinkling calcium and multivitamin supplements on the crickets 2-3 times a week. 
Cleaning:

Always ensure the enclosure is clean. A gravel vacuum is a great idea to ensure your gravel is thoroughly clean it is also an easier cleaning option. Wipe the tank out as regularly as needed. Never use soap, detergents or chemicals to clean the tank or the equipment.
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
