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Helping to care for your new puppy.

* Kennel 
Most dogs are hardy enough to sleep out of doors in a weatherproof kennel, if dogs live indoors they can in a cane basket or wooden bed.
Puppies should be introduced to the sleeping area provided as soon as they are brought home. Kennels should be weatherproof, warm, dry and draught free, off the ground, near the house and human activity. Bedding should be changed regularly. Washable rugs, cushions, blankets, or strips of clean newspaper are suitable as bedding.
* Food
Dogs require a properly balanced diet for health. Such a diet contains protein to build the body, fats for skin and coat health, carbohydrates for energy and minerals and vitamins for good bone development and healthy tissues. 

Always continue feeding your puppy what they have been eating with the previous owner or the pet shop as a change in diet will cause upset stomachs.
A combination of dry food and can food is recommended to provide your pup with the right amount of vitamins and minerals.
* Bones
All dogs enjoy bones and this also helps to clean their teeth and massage their gums. Denture bones are also recommended.
* Dog Treats
These are a treasured possession as well as a great way to train your new pup. 
* Drinking Water
Fresh water must always be available, particularly when dry foods are used.    

Containers must be kept clean and placed in the shade. During summer when very   

hot days are common, water may need replenishing several times a day.
* Grooming
Combing and brushing dogs regularly is essential, particularly for longhaired breeds. Grooming removes dust, dead skin, loose hairs, grass seeds and tangles. It also assists to shorten the coat moult, which occurs every autumn and spring.
A dog which is dirty or smells should be bathed. During summer, a flea control shampoo and a flea rinse should be used. In colder weather, towels or a hair drier can be used to remove excess water and assist in drying the coat.
* Exercise
All dogs no matter what size need regular exercise. Ensure they are on a lead that they can have a bit of distance ahead of you.
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
