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Care and Maintenance of local frog species. 
Local frogs such as Spotted Marsh Frogs, Brown Tree Frogs and Pobblebonk Frogs are becoming popular pets. Their growth in popularity is in part due to the easy maintenance when in captivity. They are generally cheaper to purchase as they don’t need any heating. Their peaceful nature, coupled with the need for only a few basic demands, makes them a great pet for anyone.

Housing

Glass fish tanks provide adequate requirements necessary for housing frogs, because glass tanks are easily cleaned and available in a variety of sizes. Glass also provides the best possible viewing of your pet frog.
Feeding

Frogs detect their food by sight and any small moving object will be detected for dinner. This is why insects and spiders are a major part of Australian frog’s diet. Crickets and mealworms are available in the store. Dusting the food with calcium and multivitamin powder will ensure that you are providing your frogs with the nutrients they need in their diet. The amount of food required will depend on the size of your frog. Speak to the staff to find out more.
Water

Frogs sped most their life in and around water; their bodies absorb the water through their permeable skin. Therefore it is very important ensure the water is always clean. The amount of water required will vary depending on the size of your enclosure as well as the species of the frog. Make sure the frogs can easily get in and out of the water as they can drown if they get trapped in the water.

Handling
It is best not to handle the frogs as their skin will absorb impurities, however if you need to handle them wash your hands thoroughly and rinse off soaps etc and make sure your hands are wet.

All frogs are protected by law in Victoria and must not be legally taken from their environment.
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
